John Dunbar demonstrated making crown molding. He has
crown molding sets from Craftsman and CMT. The CMT runs
about $400.00. The cutter on the Craftsman has 3 blades but
the CMT has 6. John used sycamore wood for the demo. (pic 1)
He made templates from Formica with router bits. John drew
on the piece to see where to set the depth. (pic 2, 3)

He then took a parallel tool (pic 4 ,5) to set to the width of the
cove. He then set the fence to the parallel tool and cut. (pic 6)
Drop blade and start the cut and raise blade until the depth is
achieved. (pic 7, 8) Then set router up router and make the final
cut. (pic 9,10,11,12) Sand soft wood or scrap hardwood to finish
the crown.
