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August Meeting Highlights 
A fantastic demonstration of the making of box join ts 
was presented by Tim Sabo and Jeremy Noblitt. 
First is spend the money for a good jig keep it or make one out of scrap and throw it 
away when you are finished. However that throw away could be modified for a new 
project and saving you more money in the future. Isn’t it more fun to make it yourself 
anyhow? The track piece (picture 1) and the pin are the most critical of the pieces in the 
jig. Tim had brought in copies of flyers on making a box joint jig. Hope you were there to 
get your copy. Spacer blocks are spaced evenly. If using a router bit the bit is set just 
higher than the width of the boards. (See picture 2). After you make the cuts (picture 3 
and4)flip the board over and keep the same side towards the pin. When cutting the 
remaining sides or front or back put one of the cut pieces in the jig on the pin with the 
end that got the first cut. (Picture 3 and 4). You can use the same jig for a thicker piece 
of wood by adjusting the router bit up just above the thickness of the wood. Putting the 
pieces together should give you a tight fit but not too tight to break the wood (picture 5) 
When finished Plane or sand the ends to smooth out the cuts. (Picture 6). Hint: If one of 
your cuts is not to you satisfaction uses a ball peen hammer and strike the bad joint. The 
missing area will fill in. Then use a plane or sand the joint to perfection.
