December Meeting:

Tim Sabo and Jeremy Noblitt demonstrated the making of featherboards and had
some samples for those that wanted to take some home. Hard wood is better to
use than soft wood because it does not break. Cut a 30 degree angle on a 1x3
piece (figure 1). Then cut the fingers 2-1/2 inch deep on a band saw (figure 2 and
3). Drill a slot on the piece (figure 4). The bottom piece needs a recessed hole
about 1/8 of an inch (figure 5 and 6). Pound a threaded piece into the knob
(figure 7). Sand the knob piece to round out the ends (figure 8). Attach a ¥ inch
10-24 bolt through the holes and screw on the knob.
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
