
 

To achieve other combinations  

you first cut one profile then 

reset the bit for other cuts to 

the same board. 

My favorite picture frame profile 

is: 

I use a 1-1/8ó thick board.  The 

first cut is made using the top 

half of the bit.  The bit is then 

raised and the board turned 90o 

for the second pass.  To com-

plete the frame a rabbit is notch 

out of its bottom using a table 

saw.  

There are a few examples of 

frames I made with this profile 

on page 2.  As an FYI, the artist 

who did the silk screen pictures 

is Rip Bodman.

The feature for this monthõs dem-

onstration was picture frame 

moldings using a multi profile bit 

and router table.  This bit is adver-

tised as being able to make 100õs 

of profiles.  Whatõs needed is a 

little imagination and the right 

thickness board. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

These bits may all look alike but  

manufactures sometimes vary the 

different radii within the compo-

nents of the bit.  Normally they 

come in two sizes; 1-1/4ó  and 2-

5/32ó radius.  The larger one re-

quires a rather large hole in the 

router tableõs base plate to 

accommodate it.  Keep in 

mind, shorter boards need as 

much table support as possible 

to avoid having their ends drop 

into the hole.  This would be 

one reason to have both size 

bits in the shop. 

During the demo, I used the 

smaller bit mostly because I 
brought short boards.  Also, I 

feel more comfortable using 

the smaller bit in front of a 

crowd of people.  The recom-

mended speed for the larger 

bit should not exceed 12000 

rpm due to its size.  I brought 

both bits to pass around.   

Itõs very unlikely the profile of 

the bit is exactly the profile 

you wish to make.
